" Latch Lock
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Folding and Unfolding the Scooter

To Fold

1. Hold the scooter’s stem and use your other hand to pull
the latch lock up towards the stem.

2. Continue to hold the latch lock up and fold the stem
down towards the deck.

3. Release the latch lock and make sure it locks into the low-
est notch. Check that all parts are secure before lifting
the scooter.

To Unfold

1. Hold the scooter’s stem and use your other hand to pull
the latch lock up towards the stem.

2. Continue to hold the latch lock up and lift the
stem up away from the deck.

3. Release the latch lock and make sure it locks
into the last notch. Check that all parts are  Latch Lock
secure before using the scooter.
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Adding the Handles

Open upper clamp of stem, and insert handles

into the stem and make sure the metal pegs pop

out to secure the handles properly, then close

the clamp to secure handles bar.

Notes:

* Adjust the screw under the upper clamp to
tighten the clamp in place if need.

e When the handles are detached, they can be
stored in the handle fixture.

Adjusting the Stem

Open the lower clamp, press the metal peg in,
and raise or lower the stem to the desired height
level. The peg should pop into place. Close the

lower clamp to secure the stem.

Note: In order for the scooter to be safe to
ride (1) the metal peg must pop into one of the
designated holes and (2) the lower clamp must
be closed.

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Using the Scooter

m Always wear an ASTM F1492 approved helmet and protective gear to worn
by ALL riders at ALL times regardless of age.
m Do not allow user over 220 Ibs (100 kg) to ride the scooter.
m Supervise children while the scooter is being used.
m Inform your child of instructions and safety guidelines before allowing
them to ride.

Hold both handles.

Put one foot on the deck towards the front.

Use your other foot to push off the ground and move the scooter forward.
Put both feet on the scooter as desired.

To stop, step on the brake with the nearest foot.

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Practicing Guidelines

Wear casual clothing and flat shoes to maintain
your flexibility and stability.

Practice until you can easily get on, move forward,
turn, stop, and dismount with ease.

Make sure the pavement is even. Do not ride on a
slope until you are experienced.

The scooter is designed for relatively smooth, flat
terrain. When riding on uneven terrain, slow down.
Avoid riding in places with pedestrians or
obstacles.
